There are times when we may be tempted to offer that same instruction to people whose words 

grate on us. Our God, however, goes deeper than that. Jesus reminds us that the words we speak 

are a direct reflection of our hearts. He tells a group of hypocrites he encounters, ñWhatever is in 

your heart determines what you say.  A good person produces good words from a good heart, and 

an evil person produces evil words from an evil heart.ñ (Matthew 12:34b-35) 

So what do our words say about us? Are our hearts filled with grace, or anger? Are they filled with 

a desire to be set-apart for God, or to be common and vulgar? How can our words help us diag-

nose our hearts? 
 

Throughout the month of August, weôll start a message series called ñHoly Pie Hole.ò Weôll look 

at ways that God uses our words to expose whatôs going on inside of us, the direction of our spir-

its, what we truly think of God, and how we represent Him whenever we speak. Join us through-

out the month of August.
